Method Statement

1.  A written risk assessment will be produced prior to the training

2.  The site will be cordoned off with barrier tape to provide a safe area of work

3.  Each course will be limited to no more than 20 candidates.

4.  Extinguishers and equipment will be in place prior to the candidates’    arrival

5.  Fires will be lit only if weather and site conditions are satisfactory

6.  Fires will be restricted to small container trays fit for the purpose

7.  Candidates will be positioned upwind from fires when necessary

8.  Candidates will be given suitable instruction on the operation of extinguishers

9.  A practical demonstration will be given prior to candidates using the extinguishers

10.  A competent trainer will supervise candidates using extinguishers

11.  Personal protective equipment (gloves and eyewear) will be provided

12.  A first aid kit and mobile telephone will be available for emergency use

13.  After the demonstration the area will be cleaned and returned to its normal state
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
